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To consistently produce great photographs, there are many concepts about which you need to learn. | consider
reading the light to be the most important . Without good light, a good photo is hard to produce. I’ve often
been quoted as saying, “I’d rather photograph an ordinary subject in great light than a great subject in ordinary
light.” Next on my hierarchy is composition. Even with a great subject in great light, if the compositionis
weak, that image will lack drama. Also on my list of essentials are techniques with regards to depth of field,
emphasizing movement, controlling backgrounds, and subject choice. Along with these obvious photographic
conceptsis one that has nothing to do with how well you know the art of photography. It’sthe art of persis-
tence. Without it, you’ll miss many a great image as you won’t persevere or be patient enough to let drama un-
fold or wait for the perfect moment when the subject displays the decisive moment. The decisive moment hap-
pens when the action reaches an apex, when a subject portrays the perfect expression, when the animal con-
veys a specia look, when the light becomes its most dramatic, etc. Waiting for this fleeting moment to occur
may take, if you’re lucky, five minutes but it also may take hours. It may also never happen. The one guaran-
tee |l can give you isthat if you don’t try to wait it out, you won’t get the shot. I’ve been told that 1’ve been
“lucky” that | got the shot where peak action or the perfect expression is captured. | offer to you that persis-
tence and hard work played a much greater role than luck. Staying with your subject, waking up alittle earlier
than the other photographers, staying out alittle later, keeping your eye up to the viewfinder even though it’s
not comfortable all determine whether you increase the opportunity to get the shot or guarantee you won’t.

Restricted Competition—RED

I'm providing a further explanation of "RED" images for our January 12, 2010
SEQCC restricted competition. The color RED must be a significant item in the im-
age. Some examples are:

. A flower with green leaves and a red blossom.
A person with a red hat.

A boat with red sails.

A red car.

A person with a red sweater or jacket.

. A woman with bright red lipstick.

. A "sea" of black umbrellas with one being red.

As you can see the color RED is used to grab and hold the viewer's attention. The
RED should not be overpowering and the picture must use the normal rules for a
good image. The above pertains to color image as well as Black/White images.

A further note on Black/White images for the RED competition:

A Black/White can have one color in it. If that color is RED then using the above
examples assume they were turned into B/W and the RED part left as red. On Janu-
ary 12, any make-ups must conform to the assigned subject RED; otherwise, the image will be dis-
qualified. Any questions on red entries, please discuss with John Ruffins or Bill Taylor, Competi-
tion Co- Chairs. The judges will first determine if an image meets the red requirement, if it does
not it will automatically be given a score of 6,
