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PFLI  UPDATES Uris McKay 

The current president of the PFLI, Ross McTyre has initiated a new and exciting category for competi-
tion.  It is called CREATIVE. 
  
The rules have been eliminated.  One does not have to adhere to the rule of thirds, having the horizon 
straight, or not centering the main subject, etc.   So think out of the box.  THERE ARE NO RULES.   
  
The photographer is free to submit an image that he/she feels has impact.  There have been times when 
the photographer would submit an image that he/she thinks the judge would like, hoping to get a high 
score.  In this CREATIVE category the photographer has been set free. 
  
The judges are not necessarily PFLI judges.  Some come from the commercial sector, advertising, art de-
partments of local high schools and colleges.  These judges want to see what the photographer can do 
with an image.   They may even ask for the original file for the image submitted. 
  
It is suggested that you work on the image you intend to submit in the CREATIVE category for a month 
or two.   The judges just don't want to see curves, bending and manipulations.  They want to see images 
with IMPACT. 
  
The PFLI CREATIVE Monthly Competition is exclusively for camera clubs in the PFLI.  Login and VOTE Our 
Way.  Rate all images or just give high scores to your favorite.   Your votes and comments are im-
portant.   You will need the GLOBAL PASSWORD to vote. 
  
SPRING SPECTACULAR:  This is the PFLI's main event and fund raiser every year.  It will be held on Sun-
day, April 22, 2012, at Suffolk County Community College, by CANON EXPLORER OF LIGHT.  Volunteers 
will be needed to work at the college and help to make this event a success.  They will not be required to 
work the whole day, not more than two hours.
